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The Abstract should be written in 12-point Times New Roman or similar font, except for special characters. The Title should be in bold font and centred, followed by the list of authors in regular font and centred. If there are multiple affiliations among the authors, superscript numbers should be used to indicate the respective affiliations. The corresponding author’s name should be underlined. The affiliations are listed next, centred.

The Harvard Style should be used for references, although references are not required in the Abstract.

The last line of the entire Abstract should provide the e-mail address of the corresponding author. The entire Abstract including title, authors, author affiliations, references (if any), and the e-mail address of the corresponding author, should fit within a single A4 page with at least 2.5-cm margins. The Abstract should be converted to Portable Document Format (pdf) and submitted as a .pdf file.
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
