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 A*STAR Research Attachment Programme Nomination Form
Overseas Collaborator Undertaking Form (Approval)

Designed to facilitate collaboration between researchers in overseas universities and A*STAR, the A*STAR Research Attachment Programme (ARAP) supports PhD students from collaborating universities to undertake at least 1 year and up to a maximum of 2 years of research in an A*STAR research institute (RI). The PhD students, who remain matriculated at their university, will be jointly supervised by staff of both institutions. 

Eligibility Criteria 
Students must:  
· Be enrolled in a PhD programme at the collaborating university; 
· Possess a bachelor’s degree with at least a Second Class (Upper) Honours or equivalent, preferably from a well-ranked university;
· Have strong referee reports from past supervisors; and 
· Preferably have prior research experience.  

The above eligibility criteria are not exhaustive and may be amended from time to time. Nominations of candidates who do not meet the eligibility criteria must be supported with strong reasons.

Funding Support
· Monthly stipend of S$3,600
· Monthly housing allowance of S$300 (For awardees staying off-campus only)
· One-time airfare grant of S$1,500
· One-time settling-in allowance of S$1,000
· One-time IT allowance of S$800 
· Medical insurance 
· Conference allowance

Programme Requirements  
· ARAP awardees should be physically based in an A*STAR RI throughout their attachment.
· ARAP awardees and their supervisors are required to complete a progress report and submit it in the 9th month and 21st month of their attachment.

Nomination Process 
To nominate a student for the joint project, the supervisors from the collaborating university are to complete this form and provide it for their A*STAR Collaborator for upload as part of the nomination to the A*STAR Graduate Academy (A*GA).
 
The completed form should be submitted to A*GA before the application deadline of 15 May or 30 November.
